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Bangert-Downs, Kulik, Kulic & Morgan, 1991) - The way feedback is provided impacts subsequent student achievement.
· When students receive feedback on a classroom assessment that simply tells them whether their answers are correct or incorrect - achievement is negatively influenced. ( -3 percentile)

· When students are provided with the correct answer, achievement is increased by 8.5 percentile.

· When students are clear about the scoring criteria, achievement is increased by 16 percentile.

· When students are provided with explanations as to why their responses are correct or incorrect, achievement is increased by 20 percentile.

· When students are asked to continue responding until they correctly answer the items, student achievement is increased by 20 percentile.

Fuchs  & Fuchs (1986) - Encouraging students to map  ‘knowledge gain’ elicits ‘intrinsic motivation’.  Shared rubrics/marking keys enhance achievement.

· When students/teachers are encouraged to ‘map’ their achievement they are more likely to take control of their own learning/instruction, and achievement can be increased by 26 percentile.

· When a clear set of rules are used are used to interpret assessment results, achievement can be increased by 32 percentile.
