Abstract

The notion of man as a historical being can hardly be said

to have cntere:d psychoelosgy. Throushout the history of
psychological theories there is but an ephemeral sideo=line

of considerations on the historicity of people's psycheological
make=unp, and once myy even question the "line', as by
historicity Herbart and bDilthey, the necanalvsts and the
cultural historicnl school do not mean the same.

On the other hand, Norbert Elias' studies on civilization
and much recent work in historical anthropology seem to
provide ample evidence ol the histericity ol our psychological
make—-up. What is this evidence like? Can it substantiate
the claim for a social history of the psyche?

Analysing some cxamples drawn (rom Elias, W.Schivelbusch
and A.Heller I will discuss what I consider to be major
problems of 2o theoretical and methodological approach to

a social history of the psyche, and suggest the outline of
an appreach, which I Nind useful in the elaboration of

my studies on tie emergence of' psychology.
