Chapter Reflections Guidelines
a) I will be counting the best four of the five assignments (40%). Therefore each of the chapter/article assignments will be weighted at 10% of the course grade. The remaining 10% of the Chapter Reflections mark will come from the peer review process.
b) The mark that an assignment is given (i.e. - out of 20, or out of 14, does not mean that there are 20 or 14 key points). There may be 24 key points and all I need you to provide is 20 OR there are 7 key points but you need to elaborate a bit on each point to get the full 14 marks).

c) The assignment should be a summary of the key points in the reading. It is not an creative elaboration beyond the essence of the chapter. Any opinions should be supported by facts.
d) During an elaboration you could lose marks for poorly articulated or grammatically confusing sentences. This would only happen if these errors make your sentence incorrect or incoherent.

Once again I have been asked for further guidance as to what this assignment should include. I will begin with a disclaimer - this is not a recipe for how to get a perfect grade, it is a set of guidelines to prevent the inadvertent omission of important aspects expected in your submission.
In order to receive a grade of 20 on the Guskey & Bailey chapter, you must address at least four of the following issues that are raised in the chapter. Please indicate which numbers you have covered at the top of the page. Each issue will be weighted equally.
1. The use of computer software programs to keep records, calculate assignment weightings, and communicate student achievement. 

2. The three common methods of tallying/combining  assignment scores to provide a fair evaluation of student achievement. 

3. The relationship between the ‘purpose of grades’ and the practices of weighting assignment marks.

4. The use of assessment scores for rewards or punishments of student behaviour. This includes but is not limited to the use of ‘zero’ as a mark.
5. The issues surrounding grade inflation. (I do not expect you to understand or use the information in Table 8.2).

6. The need to make use of multiple sources of information when assigning grades and the importance of taking into consideration what each source of information measures.
