Grading and Reporting
Assessment - A measurement of student learning gathered by assigning           marks to student work.

Evaluation - An interpretation of assessment marks. A grade that will be submitted for reporting purposes.

Reporting - Process of communicating a student’s learning results to students, parents, and the other external agencies.

Points to consider:
Assessments must be valid and reliable. To be so we must follow the guidelines associated with the assessment, whether it is traditional (paper and pencil testing) OR alternative (performance, product).

Evaluation must fairly consider any unique aspects of assessment that might reduce the validity or reliability of assessment results. Issues to consider are ‘scaling of marks’, ‘use of average marks’, ‘use of zeros’, ‘use of marks for rewards or punishments’, 
Reporting must clearly articulate student learning results in a manner that accurately describes what has been learned.
